Dr. D.D Mishra Head Department of 

Commerce BSNVPG College along with Mr. Shreyansh Chitransh form Jaipuria Institute of 

Management briefed the students about the format and aim of the quiz. The quiz aimed to test 

participants’ knowledge on general knowledge. This event was designed to be both engaging and 

educational, fostering a competitive spirit among participants while encouraging learning in a 

fun, interactive way.
